 The 2007 Hubbards Market began with 

happy reunions between customers and 

vendors.  May and June saw slow sales for 

some vendors, but everyone stayed the 

course and sales picked up in July with the 

arrival of summer residents and tourists.   

 

We averaged 35 vendors each week, 

varying with the availability of crops and 

manpower.  Attendance was good, 

judging by the cars lining the road in both 

directions, and many local businesses were 

pleased by the increased traffic in their 

stores and cafes.    

 

We had a number of new vendors this 

year, all wonderful supporters of the 

Market, and many willing to give of their 

time to help with volunteer management. 

We were pleased to welcome Sandra 

Amos, who with her husband Ed at Maple 

Grove Farm, helped us immensely our first 

year in operation by providing produce for 

our then Farmerless Market, and providing 

valuable advice.  Wanda and Michael 

Wolter of Rumtopf Farm in Conquerall Mills 

were our first Friday night ―organic 

vegetable source‖, and Wanda is now a 

regular at Hubbards as well.  The first farmer 

to travel to our market, Nelson Millett of 

Rocky Top Meats, joined us the summer of 

1996, much to the chagrin of his Dad who 

thought he was crazy to drive all the way to 

Hubbards.  It seems we have created a 

circle of provision and friendship. 

 

Distribution of farm products around the 

province is a problem that plagues many 

Farmers’ Markets.  Growers and producers 

are very interested in the Hubbards Market, 

but manpower and travel costs continue to 

be obstacles for many small operators.   

 

Our Thanksgiving Harvest Festival this year 

was fun for everyone, especially the kids.  

Thank you to the 2 Bays 4-H group for 

overseeing pumpkin carving, showing their 

animals, demonstrating flower arranging, 

how to prepare vegetables for sale, and to 

Tony Marzetti for his yo-yo demonstrations.

Showing variously on select 

Thursday evenings and Sunday 

afternoons throughout the summer, 

more than 125 people attended our 8 

films this year. Offerings included 

documentaries An Inconvenient Truth, 

Shut Up and Sing, and Radiant City, 

classics Mary Poppins and 

Casablanca, and festival hits Water, 

and Away From Her. We also hosted a 

weekly environmental movie series with 

GPI Atlantic Youth group 

(www.gpiatlantic.org/youth), and have 

had several inquiries about special 

showings and festival possibilities. 

Planning for the 2008 movie series will 

be underway early in the new year, so 

please let us know if you have ideas for 

movies or would like to lend a hand. 

Most importantly spread the word and 

come out for a show – with great 

projection and sound, fresh popcorn, 

and a casual atmosphere, it is really a 

unique and fun experience right here 

in the heart of Hubbards. -- Peter 

 

 

dining pavilion, wood burning oven, orchard 

arbors, children’s kitchen gardens for a Junior 

Gardeners Club, a weaver’s copse, Acadian 

woodlands, evergreen stands and a natural 

playground.

We 

also hosted the Hubbards Yacht Club’s 

auction and dinner, and the local 

Women in Business luncheon. 

 

In May, provincial representatives took 

advantage of the space and new 

projection system to announce the 

designation of the new Blandford 

Nature Reserve. In July, the site 

became an overnight hostel for the 

Otesha Project’s (www.otesha.ca) 

Maritime bike tour. The site was 

popular as a venue for numerous 

weddings and receptions, and several 

craft and gardening workshops. It is 

also drawing increasing interest from 

the business community as a unique 

setting for meetings and small 

conferences. 

 

New to the Barn this season was a live 

music series. Facilitated through 

Acoustic Roof (www.acousticroof.ca), 

the venue immediately attracted 

interest from a range of traveling 

musicians. Our decision to hold a 

Saturday afternoon concert series to 

encourage market-goers to stick 

around for a picnic and live music 

didn’t draw crowds, but was popular 

with the musicians.

In 2007 we saw the continuing 

maintenance of the flower beds 

at the Barn. The Barn Yardeners 

continued to work as a group, or 

sometimes alone, each person 

contributing valuable hours to 

maintain the overall ambience of 

the perennial gardens.
